We used Sarcom on the "disposable" headphones. They are the same quality as

an airline would rent for in flight use or for personal walkman use. They

cost us 1.85 per pair in Jan. 2004. We charge 2.00 per pair to help us cover

the shipping costs, so we're not making anything off them.

We ordered 150 sets and still have quite a few pairs. People seem to like

the fact that they can take them and use them with walkmans or ipods and

that it's safe from headlice. If they lose them, they're really not out much

money as comparison to walmart's prices when I checked - about $6.00/pr.

They are lightweight, relatively sturdy, have an in-line volume

control, and have leatherette ear pads so they are easy to clean/disinfect .

Not the cheapest available, but for our use they are the

best choice at a reasonable price. We previously purchased some blue plastic

ones for about $3.99 each, but they were so tight on people's heads that

they complained (even the kids).
