Broadband Technology Opportunities Program for Public Computer Centers.  We’d like your support. 

Connect Ohio is a non-profit, public-private partnership, working with technology-minded businesses, 
government entities and universities to accelerate technology in the state and close the digital divide.  The 
program is the result of a partnership between the State of Ohio and Connected Nation, a national non-
profit organization that specializes in increasing technology access and literacy.
